He brings in a
detective from the Asian Gang Unit for help with translation--not just of languages but also of the
cultural norms and expectations that guided Li’s life. He uncovers a link to a Hong Kong triad, a
lethal and far-reaching crime ring that follows many immigrants to their new lives in the U.S. And
instantly his world explodes. The one good thing in Bosch’s life, the person he holds most dear, is
taken from him and Bosch travels to Hong Kong in an all-or-nothing bid to regain what he’s lost. In a
place known as Nine Dragons, as the city’s Hungry Ghosts festival burns around him, Bosch puts
aside everything he knows and risks everything he has in a desperate bid to outmatch the triad’s

ferocity.

Bestseller Connelly nimbly balances Harry Bosch’s personal and professional lives, both of which
take a substantial beating, in his 14th novel to feature the LAPD homicide detective. Bosch, last
seen with his recently discovered half-brother, lawyer Mickey Haller, in The Brass Verdict (2008),
investigates the shooting death of a liquor store owner. While the murder has none of the hallmarks
of a regular gang hit, Bosch discovers the dead man was paying a weekly protection fee to a man
Bosch suspects is part of a Chinese triad. Even though Bosch is warned to drop the case, he
doesn’t take the threat seriously until he receives a video showing his 13-year-old daughter,
Madeline, being kidnapped in Hong Kong, where she lives with her mother and Bosch’s ex-wife, a
former FBI agent. Bosch flies to Hong Kong to try to rescue Madeline, prepared to face down one of
the world’s most powerful crime syndicates. Tenacious as ever, Bosch is even more formidable in
his role as a protective father.

ItA¢A A™s rather remarkable that the murder of a liquor store owner in south Los Angeles causes
international repercussions. That is, unless the detective investigating the murder is Harry Bosch.
Harry is told in no uncertain terms that he should back off or heA¢A A™Il face some serious
personal consequences. Harry, of course, is not one to trifle with. But when his daughter Maddie is
abducted he must put her safety as the top item on his list of priorities. Since Maddie has been living
in Hong Kong with her mother, who is also HarryA¢A A™s ex-wife Eleanor Wish, an immediate trip
is necessary. About one third of the book is devoted to HarryA¢A A™s time in Hong Kong while
working with Eleanor and her personal security guard, a fellow named Sun Yee. | found this part
uneven because Harry is battling with two competing instincts: his fear for MaddieA¢A A™s safety
and his professional instincts to solve the original crime. The conflict is understandable but reading
about it is often difficult. The best part of the book is the final 1/3 when Harry returns to Los Angeles
to wrap up the murder investigation and get his life back in order. In spite of all the turmoil, it looks

like his future will be a happy one.

First let me say that Mickey Heller is only in this book toward the end. It is really a Harry Bosch
novel. And what a novel! What starts out as a pickup theft resulting in a murder, Harry is really put
through the ringer. The murder seems to lead to a Chinese Triad connection. That seems to lead to
a threat on his daughter in Hong Kong. So Harry rushes to Hong Kong to find his daughter. Tragedy
results. | won't spoil anything here, but just say the action and emotional termoil is outstanding. This
is a very complex plot, but then Connelly is well known for that. The personal connections for Harry
make this a must read. | cannot more highly recommend the Bosch series, but | do recommend that

Both are definitely in
transition.The two things that make Harry vulnerable and can distract his from his "mission", namely
his ex-wife Eleanor ("there is no end of things in the heart") and his daughter Madeline, are in this
story. | think the author wanted to deal with them before moving on in the series. Maddie makes a
rather startling revelation near the end of the book that isn’t really dealt with. Could it be the set-up
for a new leading character and future novels? Bosch isn’t getting any younger.It's worth the read

for Bosch fans.
