In 1997, Perveen was killed for running away in

order to avoid marrying a Muslim man; Anila was imprisoned for helping her friend escape. In an

introduction to the book, Michael Tait explains its purpose: "In a world built on free will instead of

God's will, we must be the Freaks. While we may not be called to martyr our lives, we must martyr

our way of life. We must put our selfish ways to death and march to a different beat. Then the world

will see Jesus." The book's design is hip and easy to read, and its summary of Christian

persecutions that continue today is useful--and frightening.
