In this sturdy, high-quality book, Herbert George discusses the fourteen characteristics of sculpture
which he considers pertinent to understand and appreciate sculpture. These include for example:
material, place, texture, colour, volume, space, movement, light and memory. Though this approach
is enlightening, the fact that no less fourteen features are identified makes it impractical to apply on
a regular basis for the casual amateur of sculpture.The main interest of this book lies rather in the
wide array of examples that are used to illustrate the fourteen elements. Thus, the reader is
exposed in a single book to works ranging from Antiquity to the present, from Canova and
Michelangelo to Cristo and Amish Kapoor. Though in almost all cases only a single photo is
