Silent Scream by Angela Marsons is a very good British crime novel. It is the first book in the D.I.
Kim Stone series.Kim Stone is a Detective Inspector at the Halesowen Station. She has three
detectives under her: Detective Constable Stacey Wood, Detective Sergeant Bryant, and Detective
Sergeant Kevin Dawson. They are investigating the killing of Teresa Wyatt. Teresa was the 47 year

old principal of a private boysA¢A A™ school. As they are investigating her murder, Tom Curtis is



murdered. The team tries to find out what a link between the two people. Their investigation leads
them to Crestwood.Crestwood was a home for troubled girls in the system (foster children and
orphans). Looking around Crestwood they discover the bodies of young girls. Both Teresa Wyatt
and Tom Curtis worked at Crestwood. Who killed these young girls and why is someone killing off
former staff members of Crestwood? Who will be next? Kim and her team set out to solve these
killings. They will have to look at the former staff members as well as the girls who used to live at
Crestwood.Kim Stone will also have to deal with memories of her own childhood. Kim had a horrible
childhood and lost a brother due to her mother who is a paranoid schizophrenic.Silent Scream is a
great mystery.

| really enjoyed reading the book and it was a real page turner. However | was disappointed with the
ending. | like to try to work out "who dunnit" and | doubt if many readers could have worked out the
final twist - | certainly didn’t.As regards the twist I'm not qualified to judge whether or not the
"relationship” between the two characters in the "twist" is medically possible, but it seems a bit
unlikely. The other element of the twist was in my opinion a result of misleading the reader. If an
author describes a scene depicting the interaction between two people then the reader visualises
this and forms a picture of the scene in their heads. There is no way that | would ever have worked
out that what was being narrated wasn’t actually what was happening. People who have read the
book will understand what | mean, but I'll spell it out below - but if you haven’t read the book then
this will amount to a "spoiler".l wasn’t particularly fond of the character of Kim Stone - as a person
she just didn’t appeal to me.l thought the dialogue was a little unnatural in a few places, although
that wouldn’t bother me too much.SPOILER follows.The author describes several scenes where
Nicola and Beth interact with each other and the authors also narrates their thoughts and opinions
about each other. In my opinion the vast majority of readers would never have worked out that
Nicola is also Beth. This type of scene would work in a film (or TV) - for example Norman Bates and

his mother in the film "Psycho", but is probably very difficult to achieve in a book.
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
