It is chock full of

John Taffin's unmatched hands on experience with more single actions than the majority of us will

ever have the opportunity to see, let alone shoot. While covering some of the same material, this is

not just a rehash of the author's excellent "Big Bore Sixguns." Mr. Taffin starts with the black powder

Colts and covers all of the models produced through to the current SAs we can see in our local gun

shops today. He covers the more obscure brands like Hawes and Great Western as well as the

familiar Colts, Rugers and Freedom Arms. He does not neglect the custom work from Hamilton

Bowen, Bill Grover, John Linebaugh among others. There are chapters on stocks and leather, a

chapter on using the single action revolver, with loading data interspersed throughout. This book will

take its place next to Elmer's "Sixguns" as a classic in the genre. One caveat I would take into

consideration is that if you are lucky enough to find a copy of this book at a reasonable price it may

stimulate 'single action revolver buying fever.'
