As they
arrive at their latest destination, a small town in the mountains of Ecuador, Zeeta meets Wendell, an
American boy in search of his birth parents. When she agrees to help him in his quest, she
becomes involved in a mysterious and ultimately dangerous adventure. As the suspense heats up
and becomes more intense, Zeeta’s mother is engaged in her own adventure: a relationship with a
man who wants her to settle down and become responsible. The change in Layla forces Zeeta to
question what she values about her mother, and whether she really wants that suburban lifestyle
after all. Well plotted, with a cast of likable and interesting secondary characters and a powerfully
atmospheric setting that includes a cave of crystals and a waterfall supposed to have magical
powers, this novel succeeds at creating a believable and touchingly gentle romance between Zeeta
and Wendell. The fantastic element, Wendell's inherited gift of seeing into the future, is deftly
handled.
