It was a bit

disappointing that she never even thought about it though, it might have helped her avoid some

other risks she took to make contact, etc.************spoiler end************There is also another

question that's still somewhat unanswered for me, or maybe I missed it, but it has to do with being

more Alpha than other wolves or not...I heard that phrase quite a few times throughout this book,

about being "more alpha" and wolves having to listen or not listen because of it...it almost seems

like every wolf has some potential Alphaness in them but it varies, although I generally wouldn't

think that's the case at all. Some of the reason, is because even in her arguments with some of the

other jealous girls, it was said that she was more alpha then them, so I would have liked that whole

thing to be a bit more sorted/explained. So while I had a few small complaints, I still enjoyed this

book and series overall. I would recommend it to anybody who enjoys paranormal romance series,

and would assume you read the first two books first...if that's the case, I will say that she comes a

bit more into her Burma side in this book, though she still has a lot to learn.
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
