Ross and Demelza serve as patriarch and matriarch and have maintained their wit and
affection for each other. They have several sweet moments. Stephen Carrington who seems not
quite honorable, but not quite roguish, shows some selflessness in a relationship with a woman in
which he has nothing to gain. As much as his character makes me uncomfortable, | am still intrigued
by him. | wanted to see more Valentine--he’s very friendly and outgoing and seems quite charming
but also completely self-centered and hedonistic. | enjoyed hearing of Geoffrey Charles, but wanted

him to come home to Cornwall already!



While | am STILL enjoying the series and am one of a few reviewers who are glad of the
generational shift in the saga, | am very peeved at Clowance for EVER having been even tempted
by Stephen.
