Where the news is full of stories about China’s economy and dissidents, Little Emperors is about the
details of everyday life in China. Ms. Dionne shares the experience of teaching English to Chinese
children in Guangzhou for a year: the dreams of her Chinese teaching assistants, alternately eating
snake and going to the new McDonald’s, and the odd Bad China Day of pollution, poverty, and
frustration. Her students are my favourite characters. Their English skills take off when she teaches
them to say "l like ..." and "do you like?" and their favourite game is Bingo. In between teaching, she
finds the opportunity to visit Hong Kong for the handover back to China and in Beijing hears an old
man’s eyewitness account of the Tiananmen Square protests. The observation is detailed and the
writing is excellent and often very funny. Ms. Dionne’s respect, empathy, and affection for the

people she meets make this a great read.
