It has it all.It is quite

simple what epic fantasy should be and so seldom is actuality. A great read. Highly recommended.

Refreshing read. Finally a fantasy roman that goes beyond the "accidental superhero beets evil"

theme. There is a hint of "good & evil" but overall each character in the book seems to want the best

possible outcome. Things that happen in the book simply follow the dictum: There is no good or bad

in nature, only consequences".That leads me to the 4 stars and not 5. I love this kind of book, but it

does feel just a little bit mechanical. I hear that the second book in this series is regarded better than

the first, so I hope this (minor) shortcoming is remedied in part 2.

An excellent swords-and-magic adventure saga; not just a shoot-em-up, but with believeable

characters and societies. I couldn't put it down until my phone battery ran out of juice. Anyone who

plays war games or role-playing games or reads ancient history should enjoy it immensely.
