Jesse Stuart worked his way through Lincoln Memorial and Vanderbilt Universities, and taught

school in his native Kentucky. He lectured at various colleges and universities until 1954, when he

suffered a near-fatal heart attack. After his recovery, he returned to writing, lecturing, and farming.

As a specialist for the U.S. Department of State, he traveled around the world, and he served as a

visiting lecturer and professor at the American University in Cairo in 1960-61. His work includes

nearly thirty books, ranging from poetry to biography, autobiography, novels, and short stories.

Jesse Stuart died in 1984.

An interesting story about Kentucky one-room school houses and small town school systems in the

late 1940's. The author chose a way of life that he adored and motivated many others to follow in

his path. My copy is the 32nd printing of the book so I believe many others have found it interesting.

Having taught in small towns I can relate to some of his problems and some of his solutions, some

of which would land him in jail today.

I first read this book when I was a freshman in high school, and fell in love with Jesse Stuart's

writing. Since then I have read many of his books, and have never been disappointed. The Thread

That Runs So True is a wonderful story which I've read several times over the years.
