is hiding somewhere on each page - my 18 month old has so much fun finding the missing duckling!

The pictures tell most of the story in this book, which is fun for littles who can’t read yet, but want to
pretend that they can. My 2 year old loves asking the question, "have you seen my duckling?" to
each animal and then searching the pond for the little lost duck in each picture. We also count the

ducks on each page, which is fun counting practice for her.

It is so much fun having my class of 1 year old’s look for the duckling.
