The
writing style is elementary without being condescending. The authors state that they are "reporting
without bias." This does appear to be the case, based on reading random entries on a wide variety
of subjects. The index makes up somewhat for the lack of cross-references. A list of "Resources to
Assist in Conspiracy and Secret Society Research" includes recommended books, films, and Web
sites. The volume is attractively laid out, with black-and-white images, sketches, and photos. This is
a captivating look at a topic that fascinates many.

This is a worthwhile overview of the conspiracy literature, though it's not perfect. It's missing
subjects like the USS Liberty attack and the Franklin child sex ring in Nebraska. It's also centered
on Anglo-American cases (there is nothing about Gladio, the Dutroux human trafficking ring in
Belgium, the assassinations of Aldo Moro and Olof Palme). Some articles are better written than
others. Separating fact from fiction can be difficult. There are also too many entries about political
groups (religious extremists, racist groups) that do not qualify as conspiracies or secret societies.

But overall, there is a lot of information here and it's a good introduction to the subject.

I've collected tons of "conspiracy” books since the mid 80s - There is a lot of content in here that
you can find in other books, but there’s a lot of new content in here as well. The material is well
researched - it doesn’t read like it was put together by a nut who didn’t question the first thing they
heard before repeating it as gospel. Very informative, intelligent - a must have for the serious
collector of this kind of information. Presented in an encyclopedia format, you can open it up
anywhere and start reading, or go from A to Z. By far this is the best "all-in-one" book in my own
